An Origin Story



EM for Books
o In 2015 Aries launched a pilot with a large commercial publisher 

to evaluate how existing EM functionality could support a books 
workflow
o Two titles processed via pilot
o Editorial Manager and ProduXion Manager features evaluated

o Pilot results indicated that existing Editorial Manager largely 
supported the needs of a books workflow
o Efficient tracking and search for submitted content
o Stored correspondence and history
oManagement of invitations and assignments



EM for Books
o Aries identified several key areas to further develop to support a 

books workflow, including:
o Terminology and language modifications
o Book-specific metadata fields
oChapter assignment options
oAuthor proxy-registration enhancements
oMulti-part book product support
o Book-specific XML metadata export
o Lock editing of specific fields such as Chapter Title
oUnique, product-specific tracking numbers

Language and Terminology
o Editorial Manager focused heavily on journal-specific language 

throughout the interface



Language and Terminology
o EM for Books shifts the focus away from journals and towards 

content pertaining to books and related content

Language and Terminology
o Editorial Manager also contains many metadata fields that 

support a journals workflow

o EM for Books now includes several fields that track book-specific 

metadata

Schedule Group Enhancement
“Schedule Group” is a PM concept, in 12.2:

o Container for submissions (typically for an issue)
o Has Schedule Group level metadata + a table of contents

In 13.0:
o Schedule Groups separated into “Families”

• Issue (existing SG functionality) and Book (new SG functionality)
• Book family has new metadata fields specific to books (e.g. Book Title, 

multiple ISBNs, Edition)
• Schedule Groups can be automatically created in the ‘Book’ family 

when added

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Project Enhancements
o Project Component Types can now be designated as book-related

o Projects (Section) can be associated with Schedule Group (Book) when the 
Project is initiated
• Streamlines workflow; Projects are shown as “headers” in the Schedule 

Group Table of Contents

o Book metadata is displayed on Initiate Projects page, View Related Submissions 
page



Project Enhancements
o Invited submissions also have book-related metadata fields available
o New “Default Book” Details page available for Projects and Submissions

• Can be customized
o Invited Submissions (Chapters) from each Project (Section) are pre-assigned 

to Schedule Group (Book), if Project is assigned to Schedule Group 
• Occurs when chapter is submitted 
• Chapters shown in new ‘Pre-selected Submissions’ grid on Schedule 

Group Details pages
• New “Pre-selected Schedule Group” criterion added to Search 

Submissions
• Assists with workflow management
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Project Enhancements
o Projects (Units) are tracked in EM using the Project Manuscript Number, 

invited submissions are tracked using their individual Manuscript Numbers

o The automated manuscript numbering functionality has been enhanced to 
create a clear link between the Projects and Components, as well as between 
the related submissions
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Project Enhancements
o A preview of the Invited Submission manuscript number will be available to 

Editors prior to finalizing the Project
o Example: Prefix = Joy.9.1
o Starting Number = 1
o Minimum Number of Digits in Starting Number = 4



Project Enhancements
o Each invited submission will have the same Prefix
o The first invited submission will have the suffix 0001
o The second invited submission will have the suffix 0002

o All configurations are available in System Administrative Functions only for 

Editor Roles with appropriate permissions
o Most configurations for EM for Books are available in PolicyManager
o Editorial Manager and ProduXion Manager settings are required to support 

EM for Books
o Once enabled, a single Editorial Manager site can support multiple books at 

one time
o Restricted access may be granted to those Editor Roles that require access to 

all content
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BITS 2.0
o Schedule Group and Production Task Transmittal Export Methods
o Based on the ‘JATS’ XML
o Includes Book-level and Book-part (unit/chapter) sections
o New fields added to Schedule Group Book metadata and written into BITS 

transmittal (along with existing book metadata fields)
• Subtitle
• Alt-title
• Schedule Group DOI
• Book ID
• Copyright Statement, Copyright Year, Copyright Holder
